WARNING: When using Electric Tools, basic safety precautions should always b
followed to reduce risk of fire, electric shock, and personal injury, including thi
following:

READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS.

KEEP WORK AREA CLEAN. Cluttered areas and benches invite injuries.

GUARD AGAINST ELECTRIC SHOCK. Prevent body contact with groundec
surfaces. For example; pipes, radiators, ranges, refrigerator enclosures.

CONSIDER WORK AREA ENVIRONMENT. Don't expose power tools to rain
Don’t use power tools in damp or wet locations. Keep work area well lit.

KEEP CHILDREN AWAY. All visitors should be kept away from work area. Dc
not let visitors contact tool.

STORE IDLE TOOLS. When not in use, tools should be stored in dry, anc
high or locked-up place — out of reach of children.

DON'T FORCE TOOL. It will do the job better and safer at the rate for which i
was intended.

USE RIGHT TOOL. Don't force small tool or attachment to do the job of :
heavy-duty tool. Don’t use tool for purpose not intended, for example, don”
use circular saw for cutting tree limbs or logs.

DRESS PROPERLY. Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry. They can be
caught in moving parts. Non-skid footwear is recommended when working
outdoors. Wear protective hair covering to contain long hair.

USE SAFETY GLASSES. Also use face or dustmask if operation is dusty.

. DON’'T ABUSE CORD. Never carry tool by cord or yank it to disconnect fromr

receptacle. Keep cord from heat, oil, and sharp edges.

. SECURE WORK. Use clamps or a vise to hold work. It's safer than using you

hand and it frees both hands to operate tool.
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Double Insulation (5056 and 5057)

Your unit is Double Insulated to permit use on non-grounded circuits. This
means that it is constructed throughout with two separate “layers” of
electrical insulation between you and the tool’s electrical system.

Tools built with this insulation system are not intended to be grounded. As a
result, your tool is equipped with a two prong plug which permits you to use
extension cords without concern for maintaining a ground connection.

NOTE: DOUBLE INSULATION does not take the place of normal safety
precautions when operating this tool. The insulation system is for added
protection against injury resulting from a possible electrical insulation failure
within the tool. CAUTION: When servicing all tools, USE ONLY IDENTICAL
REPLACEMENT PARTS. Repair or replace damaged cords.

Extension Cords

Double insulated tools have 2-wire cords and can be used with 2-wire or
3-wire extension cords. Tools that have 3-wire cords requiring grounding
must only be used with extension cords that have 3-prong grounding type
plugs and 3-pole receptacles. Only round jacketed extension cords should
be used, and we recommend that they be listed by Underwriters
Laboratories (U.L.) (C.S.A. in Canada). If the extension will be used outside,
the cord must be suitable for outdoor use. Any cord marked as outdoor can
also be used for indoor work. The letters "WA" on the cord jacket indicate
that the cord is suitable for outdoor use.

An extension cord must have adequate wire size (AWG or American Wire
Gauge) for safety, and to prevent loss of power and overheating. The smaller
the gauge number of the wire, the greater the capacity of the cable, that is 16
gauge has more capacity than 18 gauge. When using more than one
extension to make up the total length, be sure each individual extension
contains at least the minimum wire size.

To determine the minimum wire size required, refer to the following chart.

Before using an extension cord, inspect it for loose or exposed wires,
damaged insulation, and defective fittings. Make any needed repairs or
replace the cord if necessary. B&D has extension cords that are suitable
for outdoor use and UL listed (CSA in Canada) available at
extra cost.

Grounding (5056G)

In the event of a malfunction or
breakdown, grounding provides a
path of least resistance for electric A
current to reduce the risk of electric
shock. This tool is equipped with an
electric cord having an equipment
grounding conductor and a ground-
ing plug. The plug must be plugged
into a matching outlet that is prop-
erly installed and grounded in B
accordance with all local codes and
ordinances.

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Hammer/Drill Selector Lever (Figure 5)

Your hammer is equipped with a selector lever to control the type of drilling
or hammering action desired. Turn the tool off and allow it to stop before
shifting.

To select hammer drilling, rotate the HAMMER DRILL

selector lever so that it aligns with the / _

“hammer/drill” symbol. SELECTION e

To select hammering only (or chiseling),

rotate the selector lever so that it aligns

with the “hammer” symbol.

To select drilling only, rotate the selector

lever to the “drill” position. HAMMERDRILL  Figure 5

Hammer Drilling

1. Position selector switch in the “hammer/drill” position.

2. When drilling, use just enough force on the hammer to keep it from
bouncing excessively or “rising” off the bit. Too much force will cause
slower drilling speeds, overheating, and a lower drilling rate.

3. Drill straight, keeping the bit at a right angle to the work. Do not exert side
pressure on the bit when drilling as this will cause clogging of the bit flutes
and a slower drilling speed.

4. When drilling deep holes, if the hammer speed starts to drop off, pull the bit
partially out of the hole with the tool still running to help clear debris from
the hole.

5. Do not pour water into the hole to settle dust. Water causes clogging of bit
flutes which will tend to make the bit bind in the hole.

Hammering Only
1. Position the selector lever in the “hammer” position.
2. In this position the rotating feature of the hammer is turned off and the
hammer is ready for light chipping.

3. Use tool with chipping bit at a 15° angle to the work surface for removing
light scale plaster, stucco, putty, etc.

Drilling Only
Always unplug the tool when attaching or changing bits or accessories.

1. Use sharp drill bits only. For WOOD, use twist drill bits, spade bits, power
auger bits, or hole saws. For METAL, use high speed steel twist bits or
hole saws.

2. Be sure the material to be drilled is anchored or clamped firmly. If drilling
thin material, use a “back-up” block to prevent damage to the material.

3. Always apply pressure in a straight line with the bit. Use enough pressure to
keep the bit biting, but do not push hard enough to stall the motor or deflect
the bit.

4. Hold tool firmly to control the twisting action.

5. IF TOOL STALLS, it is usually because it is being overloaded. RELEASE
TRIGGER IMMEDIATELY, remove bit from work, and determine cause of
stalling. Do not click trigger off and on in an attempt to start a stalled tool -
This can damage the tool.

6. To minimize stalling on breaking through the material, reduce uawm:a on
hammer and ease the bit through the last fractional part of the hole.

7. Keep the motor running when pulling the bit back out of a drilled hole. This
will help prevent jamming. .

8. With variable speed, there is no need to center punch the point to be drilled.
Use a slow speed to start the hole and accelerate by squeezing the trigger
harder when the hole is deep enough to drill without the bit skipping out.
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
