Three 1-1/2" carriage
bolts,washers, lock washers and nuts are provided for this pur-
pose.

» Do not climb, sit or stand on saw stand.

+ Do not use stand on uneven or unstable surfaces.
= Tighten all fasteners completely before use.

ASSEMBLY/ADJUSTMENT

Assemble the stand as shown in Figure 1 using 1/2" carriage bolts
with washers, lock washers and nuts. Leave carriage bolts slight-
ly loose until scroll saw is secured to stand.

The rear leg of the stand is adjustable. Select the desired height,
ensure the rear leg is vertical, and firmly tighten all four bolts
shown.

NOTE: Place scroll saw on stand only after stand is fully assem-
bled.

To place scroll saw onto the stand, grasp the front of the table with
one hand and the motor of the scroll saw with the other hand:
Carefully place the scroll saw onto the stand, keeping fingers and
hands clear of the stand.

Insert three 1-1/2" carriage bolts through the underside of the
stand, through the three mounting holes in the scroll saw base
with flat washer, lockwasher and nuts. Secure the saw to the stand
by firmly tightening these three bolts. Tighten all carriage bolts on
the stand after securing the saw tin place.
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
