


SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

This tool should be grounded while in use to protect the operator from
electric shock. The tool is equipped-with an approved three-conductor
cord and three-prong grounding type plug to fit the proper grounding
type receptacle. The green (or green and yellow) conductor in the cord
is the grounding wire. Never connect the green (or green and yellow)
wire to a live terminal.

If your unit is for use on less than
150 Volts, the power cord is
equipped with a plug that has two
flat, parallel current-carrying prongs
and one longer, round or “U”-
shaped, ground prong which
requires a mating 3-conductor
grounded type receptacle, as
shown in Fig. 1.

An adapter, shown in Fig. 2, is
available for connecting 3-prong
grounding type plugs that are used
on units less than 150 Volts to 2-
prong receptacles. THIS ADAPTER
IS NOT ALLOWED IN CANADA.
The green colored rigid ear, lug,
etc., must be connected to a per-
manent ground such as a properly
grounded outlet box, as shown in
Fig. 2.

If your unit is for use on 150 to 250
Volts, the power cord is equipped
with a plug that has two flat current-
carrying prongs in tandem, and one
round or “U” - shaped, longer
ground prong, as shown in Fig. 3.
This plug is used only with the
proper mating 3-conductor ground-
ingtype receptacle, as shown in Fig.
3. No adapter is available for this

type plug.
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IN ALL CASES, MAKE SURE THE RECEPTACLE IN QUESTION IS

PROPERLY GROUNDED.

NEVER REMOVE GROUNDING PRONG FROM POWER PLUG.

EXTENSION CORDS

Use only three-wire extension cords which have three prong grounding-
type plugs and three-pole receptacle which accept the tool’s plug. Replace
or repair damaged or worn cord immediately. DO NOT ATTEMPT TO
REPAIR POWER CORD. y

3. GUARD AGAINST ELECTRIC SHOCK. Prevent body contact with
grounded surfaces. For example: pipes, radiators, ranges, refrigerator
enclosures.

4. KEEP CHILDREN AWAY. Do not let visitors contact tool or extension
cord. All visitors should be kept away from work area.

5. STORE IDLE TOOLS. When not in use, tools should be stored in
dry, and high or locked-up place — out of the reach of children.

6. DON'T FORCE TOOL. It will do the job better and safer at the rate
for which it was intended.

7.  USE RIGHT TOOL. Don't force small tool or attachment to do the
job of a heavy duty tool. Don'tuse tool for purpose notintended—for example—
do not use a circular saw for cutiing tree iimbs or logs.

8. DRESS PROPERLY. Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry. Loose
clothing, draw strings and jewelry can be caught in moving parts. Rubber
gloves and non-skid footwear are recommended when working.

10. DON'T ABUSE CORD. Never carry tool by cord or yank it to disconnect
from receptacle. Keep cord from heat, oil, and sharp edges. Have damaged
or worn power cord and strain reliever replaced immediately. DO NOT

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11. SECURE WORK. Use clamps or a vise to hold work. It's safer
than using your hand and it frees both hands to operate tool.

12. DON’T OVERREACH. Keep proper footing and balance at all times.
13. MAINTAIN TOOLS WITH CARE. Keep tools sharp and clean for
better and safer performance. Follow instructions for lubricating and
changing accessories. Inspect tool cords periodically and if damaged, have
repaired by authorized service facility. Inspect extension cords periodically
and replace if damaged. Have all worn, broken or lost parts replaced
immediately. Keep handles dry, clean and free from oil and grease.

14. DISCONNECT TOOLS. When not in use, before servicing, and
when changing accessories such as blades, bits, cutters, etc.

15. REMOVE ADJUSTING KEYS AND WRENCHES. Form habit of
checking to see that keys and adjusting wrenches are removed from
the tool before turning it on.

16. AVOID UNINTENTIONAL STARTING. Do not carry a plugged-
in tool with finger on switch. Be sure switch is off when plugging in.
Keep hands, body and clothing clear of blades, bits, cutters, etc. when
plugging in the tool.

17. OUTDOOR USE EXTENSION CORDS. When tool is used
outdoors, use only extension cords marked “Suitable for use with outdoor
appliances - store indoors when not in use.”

18. STAY ALERT. Watch what you are doing. Use common sense.
Do not operate tool when you are tired or while under the influence
of medication, alcohol or drugs.

19. CHECKDAMAGED PARTS. Before further use of the tool, a guard
or other part that is damaged should be carefully checked to determine
that it will operate properly and perform its intended function. Check
for alignment of moving parts, binding of moving parts, breakage of parts,
mounting, and any other conditions that may affect its operation.

ADDITIONAL SAFETY RULES FOR
DISC SANDERS AND POLISHERS
1. ALWAYS disconnect the cord plug from the power circuit before
changing abrasive discs, pile fabric or pad or lamb’s wool buff.
2. KEEP machine away from body while it is running.
3. MAKE SURE switch is in the “OFF” position before connecting

tool to power circuit.
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CONNECTING TO POWER SOURCE

Your Porter-Cable tool is equipped with a Universal type motor that
will operate at voltages thatare within 5% above or below the voltages
shown on the specification plate on the tool. Do not operate the tool
at voltages that are not within correct limits. To do so will seriously
damage the motor. Check the specification plate on your tool for the
frequency at which it may operate (A.C. only, 25 to 60 Hertz) )A.C. -
D.C., 0 to 60 Hertz) ‘

EXTENSION CORD SELECTION
It an extension cord Is used, make sure if 16 of the {hras-28n4uatar

type with NEMA connectors so a continuous grounding circuit is
provided from tool to power circuit receptacle. Also, be sure that the
conductor size is large enough to prevent excessive voltage drop
which will cause loss of power and possible motor damage. A table of
recommended extension cord sizes will be found below.

For nameplate ampere ratings which are between those given, use
the extension cord recommended for the NEXT higher ampere
rating.

If an extension cord is to be used outdoors it must be marked with the
suffix W-A following the cord type designation. For example —
SJTW-A to indicate it is acceptable for outdoor use.

THE BASIC MACHINES
AUXILIARY HANDLE

Ap Auxi_liary handle is supplied with this tool and can be mounted on
either side of the motor housing. This handle should be used to give
complete control of the machine.

SWITCH

A trigger switch (A) Fig. 2, with lock button (B), is conveniently
located in the machine handle. To start machine, depress switch
trigger (A) Fig. 2, in bottom of handle. To stop machine, release
trigger. If itis desired to keep machine running without holding finger
on trigger, depress trigger, push in on switch locking button (B) Fig.
2, in left side of handle, and while holding button in, release trigger.
To release locking button, depress trigger and release.

CAUTION: ALWAYS MAKE SURE SWITCH IS IN THE “OFF”

POSITION BEFORE CONNECTING MACHINE TO THE POWER
CIRCUIT.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

SELECTING ABRASIVE DISCS

The sanding of wood usually involves three operations. First, rough
sanding rapidly removes the old finish. Second, finish sanding
removes the irregularities left by the roughing operation. Third, fine
finisr}ing completely prepares the surface for the application of the
new finish.

Depending on the condition of the wood to be resurfaced, it may only
be necessary to perform the second and third operations just
outlined. Never go from the roughing to the fine finishing operations.
It is very difficult and time consuming to remove the irregularities left
by the coarse grit abrasive used for roughing, with the fine grit
abrasive used for fine finishing.

TO INSTALL ABRASIVE DISC

CAUTION: DISCONNECT SANDER FROM POWER SOURCE.

1. Thread rubber back-up pad on spindle.

2. Place abrasive disc on spindle with grit away from rubber pad.
3. With projection toward machine, thread abrasive disc nut on
spindle.

4. Insert spanner wrench prongs in holes in abrasive disc nut, as
shown in Fig. 3.

5. Insert hex wrench in end of spindle, as shown in Fig. 3.

6. ' Hold spindle with hex wrench while nut is firmly tightened with
spanner wrench, as shown in Fig. 3.

TO INSTALL PILE FABRIC PAD ON POLISHER
CAUTION: DISCONNECT SANDER FROM POWER SOURCE.

1. Place pile fabric pad on spindle with pile away from rubber
pad.

2. With projection toward machine, thread abrasive disc nut on
spindle.

3. Insert spanner wrench prongs in holes in abrasive disc nut.
4. Insert hex wrench in end of spindle.

5. Hold spindle with hex wrench while nut is firmly tightened with
spannerwrench.

TO INSTALL LAMB’S WOOL BUFF ON POLISHER
CAUTION: DISCONNECT SANDER FROM POWER SOURCE.
1. Position rubber pad in center of lamb’s wool bonnet.

2. Pull draw strings until bonnet tightly covers rubber pad.

3. Securely tie draw strings and tuck ends under bonnet edge so
they won't fly out when polisher is being used.

ALTERNATE METHOD OF :
INSTALLING LAMB’S WOOL BUFF ON POLISHER

You may prefer to remove the rubber pad for more convenient
installation of the lamb’s wool buff.

CAUTION: DISCONNECT SANDER FROM POWER SOURCE.
1. Hold polisher in left hand with rubber pad up.

2. Move right hand forward, away from body, striking outer edge
(edge to your right) of rubber pad a smart blow to loosen it.

3. Remove rubber pad from spindle. ‘
4. Position rubber pad in center of lamb’s wool bonnet.
5. Pull draw strings until bonnet tightly covers rubber pad.

5. Securely tie draw strings and tuck ends under bonnet edge so
they won't fly out when polisher is being used.

7. Thread rubber pad-bonnet assembly on spindle and firmly hand
tighten.

CORRECT USE OF MACHINE

For best results, tip the machine slightly with justenough pressure to
bend the rubber pad. Grasp the control handle firmly and operate the
machine freely without forced effort. Use long sweeping, back and
forth motions. The auxiliary handle may be changed for either right
or left hand use. Always hold the machine in a natural, comfortable
position. Heavy pressure will slow the cutting action of the disc
sander and the polishing actions of the polisher. Fig. 4, illustrates the
right and wrong way of using your machine.

Do not hold the disc sander in one spot or use a circular motion as
this will result in irregular surfaces.

When using the polisher to polish furniture, linoleum counters, etc.,
use a free motion in operating the machine. Let the weight of the
machine do the work. To obtain maximum efficiency, the polisher
should be tipped slightly with only enough pressure to bend the
rubber pad to make the area of contact a segment rather than a
complete circle.

TO CLEAN PILE FABRIC PAD AND LAMB’S WOOL BUFF

Buffs or pads may become gummed up after a period of use. They
may be washed out with soap and water. Shake out as much water as
possible and then spin dry on machine. Do this in an area where you
will not splatter articles.

After washing the lamb’s wool buff, shake out as much water as
possible and then spin it on the polisher. Leave it to dry tied on the
rubber pad to prevent shrinkage of the lambskin.

SOME APPLICATIONS OF THE DISC SANDER

Sand sills, sash, casings, doors and small floor areas. Prepare boats
for refinishing. Remove old finish from hulls; decks, and surfaces.
Remove old paint without the use of dangerous and messy paint
removers. Fit sash and doors easily. Remove hard residue from vats,
feed troughs, etc.

Remove old house paint. A paint remover attachment is available as
an accessory for use with the disc sander. With this attachment, the
amount of material to be removed can be controlled. See your Porter-
Cable dealer for this and other tools and accessories.



SOME APPLICATIONS OF THE POLISHER

The polisher may be used for polishing furniture, counter tops,
cabinets, automobiles, urns, etc.

For cleaning and polishing automobiles, the following data is offered.
For this operation the following equipment is required:

Porter-Cable Polisher, Pile Fabric Pad, Lamb’s Wool Buff and a can of
liquid combination cleaner and polishing wax. (Be sure that this
contains no abrasive, as many cleaners do.)

Wash car first, removing all dirt and grease. Car should be parked
where it is not exposed to the sun. Shake liquid well and apply with
soft cloth, rubbing gently and evenly over entire surface of car,
working from the top, down.

Do not use the machine until the liquid has dried a few minutes and
forms a white film. Attach pile fabric pad direct to rubber back-up
pad. Starting at the top of the car, work down by floating the machine
with just its own weight over the surface in long strokes. Do not try to
remove all of the cleaner with the pile fabric pad. A little left in corners
and around edges should be removed by hand or left for the lamb’s
wool buff.

For the final operation, remove the pile fabric pad and attach the
lamb’s wool buff over the rubber back-up pad. Center the buff on the
pad and tie it as tightly as possible and tuck in the loops of the lacing
so they will not fly out. A tightly tied buff is essential to balance and
smooth operation. Go over entire car to bring finish to a high lustre.

The advantage of the machine lies not only in a great saving of time
and energy, butin removal of old dirt and road film that hand methods
cannot get off. In the case of surfaces that have not been cleaned fora
long time, one operation may not suffice. If finish does not come up to
a high lustre, repeat operation, using cleaner, pile fabric pad and buff.

Buffing may leave slight swirl marks or haze. This is quickly and
easily brought to a brilliant lustre with a few flourishes of the
polishing cloth by hand.

MAINTENANCE

KEEP TOOL CLEAN

Periodically blow out all air passages with compressed air. Remove
built-up grime resulting from working green or sappy woods. All
plastic parts should be cleaned with soft cloths. NOTE: Never use any
solvents to clean plastic parts. Plastics can be easily damaged by
such solvents. -

CAUTION: Wear safety glasses while using compressed air.

FAILURE TO START

Should your tool fail to start, check to make sure the prongs on the
cord plug are making good contact in the outlet. Also, check for
blown fuses or open circuit breakers in the line.
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BRUSH INSPECTION AND LUBRICATION

Do not attempt to tighten brush holder set screws which are located
on top of the motor housing directly over the motor brushes. Should
they_appear loose, return tool to a Porter-Cable Service Center for
repair.

However, periodically check to see that the black plastic brush caps
on each side of motor housing are tight.

At approximately 100 hours of use, take or send your tool to your
nearest Authorized Porter-Cable Service Station to be thoroughly
cleaned and inspected; worn parts replaced, when necessary; re-
lubricated with fresh lubricant, if required; reassembled with new
brushes; and performance tested.

Any loss of power before the above maintenance check may indicate
the need for immediate servicing of your tool. DO NOT CONTINUE
TO OPERATE TOOL UNDER THIS CONDITION. If proper operating
voltage is present, return your tool to the Service Station for
immediate service.

SERVICE AND REPAIRS

All quality tools will eventually require servicing or replacement of
parts due to wear from normal use. These operations, including
brush inspection and replacement, should ONLY be performed by
either an AUTHORIZED PORTER-CABLE SERVICE STATION or a
PORTER-CABLE SERVICE CENTER. All repairs made by these
agencies are fully guaranteed against defective material and
workmanship. We can not guarantee repairs made or attempted by
anyone other than these agencies.
